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Appendix C — Bolt Manufacturers

By Tom Keohan

The type of bolts used by Jaguar Cars is NOT a judged item, but as there is some interest in the different
manufacturers of the bolts, the bolt types are presented here for information purposes only.

Early E-Types Bolt heads are black oxide, subsequent bolts are cadmium or yellow chromate; however, some
original cars have been seen with body colored bolt heads fastening the subframe to the firewall.

The factory used only the following bolts on E-Types: Bees, Rubery Owen, GNK, RO, Cranes.

CRANES used elsewhere but not on the subframe

Three examples of each bolt are shown because the bolt heads are slightly different for each of the three
examples per manufacturer.
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Appendix D — Transition to Series 172 E-Type

There were at least 46 changes that lead up to the completion of the Federalized requirements for the “Series 1%4
E-Type”, however, for JCNA judging standards, the installation of the two Zenith Stromberg carburetors are
considered the beginning of the “Series 12 E-Type”, but no exact chassis numbers are available for that change.
